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In order to streamline the procedure for smooth loading of Iron Ore on ships at HDC during
rainy season, it has been decided to implement the following procedures for lron Ore ships’
berthing at HDC.

1. The shipper of the cargo should submit the required Transportable Moisture Limit
(TML) Certificate of the cargo twice, as follows:

(i) First time, when the cargo is made ready for shipment and
i) Second time, before the scheduled calling date of the ship.

2. The Shipper as well as the Shipping Agent should give an undertaking, in advance,
that if the ship does not load the cargo, or refuse loading after partial acceptance of
cargo on board, they will arrange for unloading of the cargo & sail out the ship in
ballast after observance of all Customs & Port formalities.

3. Before commencement of loading of Iron Ore at berth, the Master of the ship after
checking the TML should give his acceptance for loading the cargo to avoid the
situation at 2 above.

The above is in addition to the DG (Shipping)'s Guideline in the matter of the Transportable

Moisture Limit (TML) for bulk cargo.
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The above is for immediate compliance of all concerned please.
